Literacy 2008/09

The Minneapolis Star Tribune had a wonderful story on the Minnesota Reading Corps and the experimental reading program they are
offering for children ages 3 to 8. This program started five years ago and is a volunteer tutoring program that helps prepare

disadvantaged preschoolers for kindergarten. The results are impressive. On average, the reading corps preschoolers have exceeded

the benchmarks for school readiness and 80 percent of the school-aged participants have passed the third grade Minnesota

Comprehensive Assessments test. The tutors are all AmeriCorps volunteers and they are working with 9000 children in 160 preschools

and schools throughout the state. The program is a collaboration of ServeMinnesota, the national service learning commission in

Minnesota that provides the majority of funding, the Minnesota Literacy Council and the St. Croix River Education District. *

Projects like these really make a difference in the lives of children. This year, the Literacy Committee would like to invite your club to
participate in two projects. The first is a Litedsa’cyaPdios

wide project that gives all Rotarians a chance to read the same book and discuss it at a regular meeting.

For the Literacy Project, we encourage you to find out what the needs are in your community and implement a program that will help
meet those needs. Contact the director at your public library or the librarians at your local schools to see if they have any specific
programs with which they need help or if they have any ideas on a new project. When you have finished your project, complete the
Literacy Report Form which can be found on the district website and return it to me by March 15™. Clubs will be recognized at the
District Conference in April. CLICK HERE for the Literacy Report Form.

hear world renowned speakers; they meet in small groups to work out solutions to challenging
problems. They form lifelong friendships. And they leave with tools that enable them to share their new knowledge and make an
impact on the world they are about to inherit.

Founded in 1977 by Dr. Dale Brock, a Rotarian and professor, WAS was part of the University of Wisconsin —Whitewater until last year.
Due to many factors, the relationship with UWW ended. Subsequently, the World Affairs Seminar took a one-year sabbatical in 2008 to
reorganize. The Board of Directors was revamped and a new Executive Director (Tom Plantenberg) was retained. Previous General
Manager (Rick Luedke) remained as an "Advisor Emeritus" for continuity purposes. Most importantly, an exciting effort was launched
to make 2009 our best year ever.

Lead by Dr. James Rickabaugh, President of the School District of Whitefish Bay, the WAS Board of Directors is responsible for
overseeing the revitalization of this critical program. A vigorous fundraising initiative is underway to help WAS establish itself firmly as
we enter into the new year. In concert with these changes, a World Affairs Seminar Board of Advisors has been established. The World
Affairs Seminar Board of Advisors is a group of thoughtful, high-profile individuals who lend credibility to this important initiative. They
review agendas, topics, and programmatic. They also recommend speakers and often contribute to securing the highest level of
presenters.

The dates for the 2009 Seminar are June 20 through 26, 2009 at Carroll University, Waukesha, Wisconsin. Carroll provides a unique

setting particularly conducive to the level of learning and activities we plan to provide. The campus has every accommodation we

Living accommodations, all meals, program materials and more are included in the $600 fee for domestic (US and Canada) students and
$500 (international, including those studying in the U.S. in exchange programs.) Students who sign up prior to February 28, 2009 will
get a 5% early bird discount. Organizations that sponsor four or more students will receive a 10% discount. Discounts apply to both
categories of fees listed above.

Rotarian professor Rob Ricigliano and other staff of the Institute of World Affairs at University of Wisconsin —Milwaukee have assumed
the role of Academic Dean. They will arrange for speakers and design a curriculum particularly suited to the youth who attend the
World Affairs Seminar. Itis a new paradigm for academics which promises to leverage our ability to attract world quality speakers and
to deliver programmatic specifically tailored to our audience of top quality junior and senior level high school students from around the
world.
