Doing Well: Bringing Clean water to Rural India

Water transforms lives. That is the biggest lesson our Group Study Exchange team learned, and the trip catalyzed us
deliver safe drinking water to 25,0@@ople in rural India.

Here in the US, we take water for granted. Open any spigot, any faucet, any valve, and potable water gushes forth in
mighty torrent. It is abundant, safe and clean. Water is so cheap and plentiful here that we measureitblyithfoot
(about 7.5 gallons), yet pay for it with pennies.

Water is a lot more precious in Andhra Pradesh, the Indian state we visited. In rural areas, modern plumbing and runn
water are unknown luxuries in most homes. Water is often obtainech ftontaminated ponds and rivers, and our India
hosts constantly warned us about the danger. Not only can the water upset your stomach, but it may even kill you. In
LYRAFZ Iy SaGAYIFIGSR FAGBS YAttt A2y LIS2 Léhtige pepalabion lofyhfmzsofat &
dying every year!

Providing clean water is the first step in the fight against poverty, and our GSE trip spurred us to help. Upon returning
home, we began raising funds to install 100 moelkded water wells in rural IndiaThe total project budget was $61,417,
and contributions were made by 47 individuals, six Rotary clubs, 11 Indian Rotary clubs, District Designated Funds, an
Rotary Foundation. It was truly a collaborative effort.

The wells are now being drillednd they are transforming lives. Our wells are reducing waterborne diseases. Our wells
are promoting economic development. Our wells are even expanding educational opportunities for young girls. How?
India, the youngest daughter bears the burderfaithing water. The task can require many hours per day and often
crowds out her education. Our wells eliminate this chore and empower young girls to attend school.

Effective July 1, 2010 NEW YOUTH PROTECTION REQUIREMENTS, as approved at the District Board of Directors n
January 26, will be in effect for Rotary Clubs working with youth programs (R, and any program working with
youth).

The Youth Protection Policy and Training requirements for Youth Exchange have not changed and are still required in
addition to these new policies.

Since 2008, under the directive of then District Governor $oberg, and with the support of thentfire governors

1 No oneon-one contact Volunteers cannot be alone (out of vision of others) with a youth (exaeftiothose who
are transporting Youth Exchange students who have completed a background check, and host family members
their host students)

1 Clubs must complete a background check and view the Youth Protdcaaring (pertains to all volunteers that
have significant interaction with youth)

1 Rules regarding overnight sleeping arrangements and separate showering requirements

1 By June 30, 2@mClubs must adopt an annual resolution agreeing to abide by the District Youth Protection Policy

You will needo take some time to read the full Youth ProtectionliBy, which will be sent to clubs soon

Final details of how the background checks with be funded, which background check company we will be using, and th
final Youth Protection Training Course wi#ldomplete and ready by March 31, 2010.

It is essential that each Rotary Club embrace these new policies and changes.
