Rotaract is the fasting growing program in Rotary, according to Rotary International. District 5960 is proof. Three years ago, the district
had one active Rotaract club. Today, there are three, going on four, clubs serving the area (Twin Cities, Canon Valley, St. Croix Valley,
and soon, Austin). With multiple clubs, District 5960 is able to establish a district structure and plan district-wide projects, events, and
trainings. Sunday, July 20th was the first "official" Rotaract district event. The clubs kayaked down the Kinnickinnic River in River Falls
together. Twelve Rotaract members (counted at the beginning of the river and at the end!), representing three clubs, spent the day
together.
